Terminals:


	Different terminals require different command sequences to control the cursor,


video attrib, and optional colors.


The TERM env variable informs the system


as to the type of terminal it is connected to


so the display looks correct.


For this class you may choose vt100, ansi, or


winvt.


	There are two other variables that may or may not need to be set.  These variables define the size of the screen.  LINES and COLUMNS


may have to be set.   When accessing a Unix system from a MS Windows desktop it is recommended that the LINES variable be set.


For example: LINES=25 export LINES <CR>


 


Keyboards:


	The PC keyboard is quite popular.  The 


terms Enter, Return, and CR mean the same


thing.    Instead of ^C you can use the delete


key.
