Chapter 2. Simple Commands





Command Syntax:


	Most UNIX commands are not menu driven. They have the form  command, followed by a 


flag, argument or option. 





For Example:


	who				who -s   		who -r


	who -b			who -m		who -a


	who am i








Calendars


	cal [ [ month ]   year  ]





NOTE: The ‘[‘ and ‘]’ characters are not part of  the


command syntax.  These denote optional arguments.


The example above could be read as …


cal	    or     cal year     or     cal month year


but not   


 cal month 





If in doubt, start on the outside and strip off the [ ] characters.

PIPES:  That vertical bar  |





redirects standard output “stdout”  and standard


input “stdin”.   You can chain many programs


together with pipes.





For example :


 ‘man date | more <CR>’





‘grep wheel | grep large | grep wood |more <CR>’





Another note about MS Windows screens.


If you start to have screen corruption while scrolling


up and down a page make sure that the size of your


telnet window matches the LINES variable.  If that


doesn’t help try pressing ‘^L’ to refresh the screen. To see what your LINES variable is set to you can use the env command.
