vi has two modes, command and edit.





Cursor movement       h, j, k, l





 h   left one character


 j    down one line


 k   up one line


 l    right one character  (space bar too)





 w  right one word


 b   left one word or back one word





 #G  go to line number 


^G  display what line number you are on


 G  go to end of file





i   go to insert mode


a  go to append mode








Getting rid of what you just typed





x  delete a character





dw delete a word





dd  delete a line





D or d$  delete from cursor to end of line





d0 or d^  delete from begin of line to cursor





dG	  delete from current location to end of file





J join the line below to the current one





Cut and paste …





Y and p  (yank and put )





#dd and p  ( delete and put )

u or U to undo what you just did.





o open a new line below and go to insert mode





O open a new line above and go to insert mode





r replace a single character





R replace a group  of characters





:r read in a file





>> shift right or tab a whole line





<< shift left or tab a whole line





0 zero key or ^ moves to beginning of line





$ moves you to end of current line





H home, top left corner of screen





L bottom left corner of screen





^f and ^b forward and back one screen





^y and ^e scroll screen up and down





:sh shell escape out
